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Congratulations on saying YES to being a participant in Homeless and Hungry 2011! You have agreed to:
· Fast (go without food) for 30 hours

· Sleep outside in a cardboard box
· Raise at least $365 in pledges (enough to feed one person for a year)
· Pay the $25 registration fee
· Participate in the event from start to finish
 
So what now?

Well first, ask yourself these questions- 

· Have I registered by either filling out a registration form at my host site or by going online to www.homelessandhungry.org?

· Have I paid my $25 registration fee which covers the cost of my t-shirt, my box, Sunday soup kitchen and weekend programming? If not, pay your host site leader asap.

WHAT’S IN THIS PACKET:
1) Schedule of events    
Use this as your guide for understanding all the activity that will be going on during H&H weekend

2) The history of Homeless & Hungry  
Use this to better understand how H&H was started and created.  Also, this is a great piece to share with potential sponsors.
3) How to fundraise  
a. Nobody really likes to fundraise, do they?  If we are seriously trying to understand what it’s like to be homeless & hungry for a day, then we have to humble ourselves and learn to ask for help.  The more help we ask for, the more awareness is spread.  The more awareness is spread, the more likely people will be to change their hearts.  

b. Work hard at this – you are inviting other people into this project by seeking sponsors & supporters.  God will provide & He will do so abundantly!

c. DO NOT LEAVE YOUR FUNDRAISING UNTIL THE LAST MINUTE!  There are thousands of people depending on your hard work – don’t let them down!

4) Pledge sheet and envelope for money 
a. Use this sheet to keep a detailed record of your sponsors.  This is REQUIRED!

b. Sponsors can make donations 1 of 3 ways: cash, check, or online.
c. It is your responsibility to collect all of your money and to do so WHEN THEY MAKE A DONATION.  *If someone makes an online donation in your name, your host site director will be notified. 
d. Please have your money turned in to your host site leader no later than Wednesday, October 12 (last minute donations can be turned in at the event).

e. VERY IMPORTANT- When you turn in your money, please place it in the enclosed envelope ALONG WITH A COPY OF YOUR PLEDGE SHEET.

5) Tax Receipts  
It is your responsibility to provide each sponsor with a tax receipt (if they desire one).  Please make sure to give them this tax receipt at the same time as when they make their donation!
6) Homeless & Hungry 3-fold fliers 
These fliers serve a few purposes:

i. Education – it should help answer most questions people have

ii. Recruitment – share these with friends/classmates/co-workers who you think would benefit from participating

iii. Sponsorship – use these as tools to help your sponsors learn and see what a great event this is

iv. Volunteer assistance – it takes hundreds of volunteers to pull off an event of this scale.  Use these fliers to motivate people who don’t want to participate into still getting involved
